Airstrip Committee Annual Report

Our goals are to increase safety and awareness of the airstrip.   Working toward this goal we recommended that we to become a public use airstrip.  By becoming a public use strip the State will inspect it for safety annually,  provide marking cones and a windsock. We are able to publish notice to airmen (NOTAM) thru flight service, about the field conditions. It was recommended to the SSPOA Board to become a basic utility airport and they voted and approved our recommendation. 
The State aeronautic commission’s preliminary inspection returned with six simple things that would need to be completed to become a licensed basic utility airport. 














1. Submit a proposal describing any planned development of services and facilities intended to serve the flying and non- flying public.

2. Have designated airport manager take and pass the airport manager exam 

3. Establish a permanent monument on the centerline at each runway end.

4. Maintain a clearly marked automobile parking area.


5. Maintain an itinerant aircraft parking area.

6. Maintain a clearly marked entrance from a public road.

When these are completed the State will inspect the strip and issue a license.
