Minutes for June 23, 2007

Don Cornwall called the meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.
Roger Allen moved and Paul Purdy seconded the motion to approve the Agenda and the minutes of the May 26th meeting; motion carried.

General Manager’s Report – In Paul Daugherty’s absence, Judi Purdy updated those present on the following topics:
1. Joe Spada and Don DeMatio were elected to replace retiring board member Tom O’Brien and Mary DeMatio.

2. The vote for the assessment increase failed by 11 votes. The majority of those voting voted in favor of the increase; however, we did not have a 2/3 majority.  Many proxy ballots were voided and members in attendance mentioned how it was confusing.  Judi noted their comments and will take them to the board.

3. David Strong has been hired as the new golf pro.

Application Review Committee Report

Dick Sager reported that he completed a request to modify the commons for the airstrip monuments and for the required signage.
1. Unfinished Business

· Update on safety cones that will be provided, free of charge from the State – Dick reported that we are not officially a public use airstrip until all of the requirements stated in the July 2006  letter from the Michigan Aeronautic Commission (MAC) are completed. When they are, we will receive the cones. The MAC will also provide a new wind sock each year.
· Update on how much parking space the Michigan Aeronautic Commission (MAC) requires. Dick Sager reported that we have enough parking to fulfill the MAC requirements – just not enough to host any events.  The County is still adding topsoil (at no cost) to the commons between lots 374 and 375.
· Update on the yearly brush hog of the airstrip. Dick reported that the 50 feet on each side of the airstrip (where possible) was completed two weeks ago.  Roger asked Dick if he would talk to Jim Jones about a pile of dirt near his property that is in the 50 foot area that needs brush hogging.  Dick agreed to talk to Jim about leveling the pile of dirt.
· Update on a roller for the airstrip. Dick Sager is attending auctions and watching for parts for a roller and he will talk to Juan Zapata (the MAC inspector) to see how we could obtain part (or a roller) from the State of Michigan

· Roland MacDonald was not able to attend the meeting to report on contacting local Realtors is they are interest in advertising on AirNav.com.
· Contact the MAC to get assistance from airport planners at no charge to create a master plan for the airstrip to include airstrip access points, drainage requirements and taxiways – Dick reported that this service is not available until we are officially a public use airstrip
· Signage – Dick reported that Jim Jones made a sign for the entrance of the airstrip and a sign indicating where planes and cars should park.

· Airport Manager Testing – Dick Sager reported that he will take the test before our September 1 meeting. Dick said he will write the required letter (indicating services we will provide at the airstrip) to MCA prior to the September 1 meeting. The letter will state we are not planning to provide any services at this time.
· Airstrip Listing – Dick Sager said he will contact the MAC and ask to change our airport listing as “no snow removal” instead of “closed” in the winter months.
2. New Business

· Craft Show – Dick Sager moved and Roger Allen second the motion to not have a booth in the craft show; motion carried.  Dick said he will be in the Marketing Committee booth and will be available for questions.
· General Manager responding to members about the airstrip – Roger Allen moved that Paul Daugherty only respond to requests regarding the airstrip from either the Airstrip Committee Chairperson or the Airport Manager. Paul Purdy seconded it; motion carried.  This motion was a result of a property owner asking the general manager to make and enforce a rule that did not come from this committee.

· Model Airplanes on the airstrip -  Roger Allen moved and Dick Sager seconded that we allow model airplanes to be flown on the airstrip only when the have a spotter with them to watch for airplane movement. 

· Airstrip rules – Dick Sager will review the MCC rules literature. We will discuss these and the rules this committee would like to implement at the September 1 meeting.  

· Roger Allen moved and Dick Sager second the motion to reaffirm the Gladwin County and Sugar Springs rules that dogs MUST be on a leash on the airstrip.  The committee asked Roger Allen to contact Debbie Mahaffy and to have her place this rule in a conspicuous area in the Sugar Scoop.
3. Adjournment
Roger Allen moved and Betty Underwood seconded the motion that the meeting be adjourned; motion carried.
