Don Cornwall called the meeting to order at 10:35 a.m.
Wayne Underwood moved and Paul Purdy seconded the motion to approve the Agenda and the minutes of the May 26th meeting; motion carried.

General Manager’s Report 
· Bob Need reported that the greens staff will be mowing the airstrip this year.  It has already been rolled.

· Bob said they are considering purchasing a new rough mower next year, and if it purchased, he will give the old mower to the airstrip so committee members can begin mowing the airstrip.  The mower will be stored in the greens barn and the greens staff will maintain it. Building and Grounds will continue to do the brush hogging when Dick Sager determines it is needed. 
General Manager’s Report 
· Dick Sager reported that State inspections have begun and they will probably be inspecting our airstrip soon.

· Dick will ask the inspector if we can move the safety cones back to the threshold closer to the sign.  The inspector recommended the current location due to parking.

· Dick talked to Lynn Woodruff about spraying from grubs to keep the skunks and sand hill cranes from digging holes in the airstrip. Lynn said they will treat the airstrip when they treat the golf course.

· Due to budget cuts, the State is not supplying wind socks this year.  We may need to purchase a spare one.

· Dick reported the airport designation was changed from “closed” to “no snowplowing” for the winter.

Application Review Committee Report

Dick Sager reported that only one approach was added for Rebecca Duggan which did not require a culvert.
Unfinished Business

· Roland MacDonald reported that he recommended the following Realtors for advertising on AirNav.com: Century 21, Kehoe, ReMax and Lady Lakes. The procedure is that we recommend Realtors and then AirNav.com contacts them. The lowest price to advertise on the site is $15 and logos are $50 a year. Roland suggested that we log onto the Sugar Springs link of the AirNav.com to bump up the count of those who show interest in the airstrip.  Roland will check with AirNav.com to see they agree to let Roland put an article in the Sugar Scoop about our link www.airnav.com/airport/0MI1.  There is a link on AirNav.com to our Sugar Springs Airstrip page. 
New Business
· As noted in the September 2007 minutes, Don Cornwall updated the Regulations for Airstrip Usage for the Sugar Springs Rules and Regulations and they were approved by the Board of Directors at the April meeting. Judi emailed the revised rules to the Airstrip Committee members on October 3, 2007 and requested any changes be sent to her; however, one member said he did not receive them. After some discussion, we agreed to revise the rules and resubmit them to the Board of Directors for approval.  Don Cornwell agreed to write a rationale to the Board for not allowing skiing on the airstrip, since the Board removed this rule from those that the committee submitted.  Roger Allen moved and Paul Purdy seconded the motion that the Regulations for Airstrip Usage be revised and resubmitted to the Board for approval.  
· Roland noted that since the existing rules state that the airstrip and commons property immediately surrounding the airstrip are to be used exclusively for the movement of aircraft, that the A & E should not be writing letters to property owners who park their planes on the commons.  This should be under the jurisdiction of the airport manager.  Airplanes should be able to tie down any place on the commons surround the airstrip. Bob Neeb asked if members of the Airstrip committee and the Board Rep would be willing to meet with A & E and their Board Rep to discuss this. We agreed that we would and Bob said he would arrange a time for the meeting. If there is any area of disagreement, the Board would have the final determination.
· Roland noted that the airstrip is portal into Sugar Springs just like a road. Don Cornwell said the airstrip was built by Issacson (the original developer) to bring in potential property owners and increase sales.
· Election of officers:  Board Rep, Judi Purdy ran the election for President of the Airstrip Committee.  Roger Allen moved and Dick Sager seconded the motion to nominate Don Cornwall. Don was elected by acclimation.  Don resumed running the meeting. Roland MacDonald moved and Dick Sager seconded the motion to nominate Judi Purdy as Secretary. Judi was elected by acclimation.
