Buster Robbins moved and Paul Purdy seconded the motion to approve the Agenda and the minutes of the April 26th meeting; motion carried.

General Manager’s Report – did not attend meeting
Airport Manager’s Report 
· Dick Sager reported that Dr. Barbara Miller, a Gladwin medical doctor and Federal Aviation Association (FAA) flight examiner flew in today to check out the accommodations for holding a short wing piper club meeting at the Hearth.  Marc Bayer (our golf pro) said he would send golf carts to bring the pilots to the Hearth. Dick said if this meeting goes well, he would invite in more groups like the experimental aircraft association for meetings at the Hearth.
· Dick reported that the golf grounds crew is mowing the airstrip and has sprayed one time for grubs.  Dick is going to talk to Lynn Woodruff and let him know the strip may not need mowing each week.

· Dick reported that he talked to Terry Ponzetti and is waiting for a quote on power raking and smoothing the commons area behind Dick’s house to make more room for parking aircraft.  Currently it is crowded with just three or four parked aircraft.

Application Review Committee Report

Dick Sager reported that no one has submitted an application for an approach to the airstrip.
Unfinished Business

· Airstrip Rules – the revised Airport Rules and Regulations were approved at the May 17, 2008 Board meeting and will be published in the next Sugar Scoop. They will also be included in the next copy of the Sugar Springs Rules and Regulations.
· Updating AirNav.com – Roland McDonald contacted AirNav.com and found out that we need to send the changes to the FAA.  AirNav.com downloads the data from the FAA’s web site every 56 days and then updates their site.  Don Cornwell asked Judi Purdy to write the request to change the name of the general manager and change the airport listing from “private” to basic utility airport.  She will have it sent on Sugar Springs letterhead.
New Business
· Board Committee Guidelines – Judi reported the Board approved new guidelines and briefly explained them.  Don Cornwell was given a copy.  
· Number of meetings required per year – Judi reported the revised committee guidelines state that committees must meet one time per quarter except for the Camping and Airstrip committees.  
· We agreed that four meetings a year are not needed.  Next year we will schedule a meeting in the spring and late summer and will hold other meetings as needed.  We agreed to cancel the June 28 meeting.  Judi will notify the POA office to have it removed from the calendar.
· Bylaws and Covenants review – at the joint committee chair and board of directors meeting, each chairperson was given a letter from the Bylaws and Covenants review committee asking for any recommended changes to the By-Laws and Covenants by September 1. Since the airstrip is not mentioned in the Bylaws and Covenants, we do not have any changes to submit.
· Report for the annual meeting – Dick Cornwell completed the report and will give it at the June 21 annual meeting.  Judi forwarded the report to the Board secretary, Debbie Mahaffy for her records.
Judi reported that this is her last meeting as our Board Representative. Her term on the Board of Directors ends June 21 and she did not run for re-election. She will continue to serve as the Secretary of our committee.
